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The word maskūkāt (مسكوكات), also 
transliterated as muskūkāt, derives from 
the classical arabic ّّسك / sikka, meaning 
“to mint” or “to strike coin”. Maskūkāt 
 is the plural form of maskūk (مسكوكات)
 which literally means “coined ,(مسكوك)

object,” that is, coins.

In chronicles, economic documents, 
and Islamic historical treatises, the term 

appears to designate coined treasures or 
the monetary issues of a ruler.
